Who benefits from the food grown
at the Lighthouse Food Farm?

We donate the food grown directly to
Soup Kitchens, Food Banks, Individuals,
Elderly, Shut-ins, displaced families and
those that are working, but having a
difficult time in making ends meet. All
food grown is used in the United States.

What happens to your crops if we
have a drought?

We have a irrigation system and it is
feed by a well in solid rock that is 630
feet deep and provides 60 to 80
gallons per minute. It has served us
well in the past droughts. Experts have
told us it will not fail during a drought.

How long is it from the time you
harvest until the food reaches its
destination?

We plant our crops in stages so the
food comes in stages. When it is ready
to be harvested, we pick early morning
and deliver that afternoon or the next
day depending on the food harvested
and the final destination.

What are your immediate needs
for the Lighthouse Food Farm?
What percentage goes to grown
food?

We need monetary operating capital to
pay equipment repairs, electric bills,
fuel for tractor and other fueled
equipment like the hand operated tiller.
We are also raising money to purchase a
new tractor and manure spreader
needed as the farm grows in size. From
93% to 95% of all money is used to grow
food for Hungry Americans in need.
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
